Gender

The total number of visitors to CAW between 1st August 2008 and 2nd February 2009 was 699. 466 visitors to CAW during this period were female (66.7%) compared with 233 male visitors (33.3%). The percentage split between males and females attending Coventry University is 54% males and 46% females suggesting that males make less use of the CAW service offered.
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Disability

The majority of visitors to CAW during this period had no declared disability (n=643, 92%). Students with dyslexia formed the largest group of students with disabilities (n=23, 3.3%). The percentage of students attending Coventry University with declared disabilities is seven per cent suggesting that the number of students with a disability accessing CAW is in line with the current proportion of students at the University. Perhaps unsurprising, students with dyslexia have a slightly higher proportion of students accessing CAW – 3.3% compared with 2.88% as a proportion of all university students.
